· Log all feedback, issues, and defects (with details).
· Issue Resolution
· Developers/testers fix identified bugs. BA coordinates retesting until all critical issues are resolved.
· Formal Sign-off
· Once UAT passes, obtain written confirmation from the client in the form of a UAT Sign-off or Client Project Acceptance Form.
Closing the Project:
· Ensure all deliverables are handed over and accepted.
