3) UAT Testers: A Testing team consists of an end users that meet the criteria for implementing testing. The end user must have expertise in subject matter, the ability to report the problems.
4) Bug Fixing: Whatever bugs are found in UAT Testing. The development team should work on them and make it software error free.
5) Sign off: After removing all the bugs, the testing team indicates acceptance of the completion of the bugs, in this phase, all the stakeholders come to a conclusion that the software is ready to GO LIVE and sign it off.
