When working with Azure, you can use Visio to create diagrams of your cloud architecture for planning, documentation, and reporting purposes. The two tools work together by using Visio for visualizing and documenting the architecture, while Azure provides the infrastructure and services that the diagram represents. 
Creating Azure diagrams in Visio
Microsoft provides templates and shapes in Visio specifically for designing Azure solutions. 
Manual diagram creation
You can manually create Azure architecture diagrams by following these steps:
1. Open the Azure Diagrams template in the Visio desktop app or Visio for the web.
2. Use Azure shapes from the available stencils to represent different components like virtual machines, networks, and databases.
3. Arrange and connect the shapes to create a clear representation of your architecture, including resource groups and network topologies.
4. Add details like annotations, data, or technical specifications to your diagram. 
Automated diagram generation
For existing Azure environments, third-party tools can automatically generate Visio diagrams:
· Hava.io: This service can automatically create diagrams of your Azure infrastructure. You can then export these diagrams in the Visio .vsdx format for further editing.
· SmartDraw: This tool can import your Azure data directly to generate a diagram of your architecture. It allows you to visualize your cloud environment for planning or documentation. 
Integrating Visio into your Azure project lifecycle
Planning and design
· Use Visio during the initial planning stages to prototype and visualize your desired cloud architecture before deploying any resources in Azure.
· Visio diagrams can help you define networking, virtual machine configurations, and service connections, aligning with the Azure Well-Architected Framework. 
Documentation and governance
· Architectural diagrams created in Visio serve as vital documentation for your project.
· These diagrams can be crucial for operational readiness, governance, and audit processes, including PCI compliance.
· They provide a visual reference for your teams, which can be easier to digest than lengthy text descriptions. 
Communication and collaboration
· You can save and share Visio diagrams with team members via Microsoft Teams or SharePoint. This allows for clear communication and collaboration on architectural design.
· For example, you can embed a diagram into a Microsoft 365 file for quick reference by others on the team. 
Best practices for working with Visio and Azure
· Start with a template: Use the official Azure templates in Visio to ensure you are using the correct and most up-to-date icons for Azure services.
· Keep documentation current: If you're manually creating diagrams, remember to update them whenever you make changes to your Azure environment. This is where automated tools like Hava can be especially useful.
· Manage complexity with layers: Use layers in Visio to control the visibility and editing of different parts of your diagram. For example, you can lock a layer to prevent accidental changes to your network layout while editing other components.

1. Requirement gathering:
· To gather requirements, we used BRAINSTORMING technique.
· We gathered in groups to do brainstorming.
