Document 9- BA experience
My experience as BA in following phases:
1. Requirement gathering:
As a Business Analyst, I played a key role in the Requirement Gathering phase by employing the MOSCOW prioritization technique to effectively classify and prioritize client needs. During this phase, the client was occasionally unavailable, requiring me to proactively identify alternative points of contact on the client’s side to ensure continuous information flow and prevent delays. 
I meticulously validated the gathered requirements using the FURPS framework to ensure they met essential quality criteria. 
I also addressed challenges such as identifying and eliminating duplicate or repetitive requirements to maintain clarity and avoid confusion. 
Additionally, I utilized prototyping techniques to help stakeholders visualize the system early, which led to more specific and refined requirements.

2. Requirement Analysis:
In the Requirement Analysis phase, I was responsible for translating the gathered requirements into visual models using UML diagrams to clearly represent system functionalities and interactions.
 I also created activity diagrams to outline the detailed process flows, which helped the team understand the sequence of operations. 
As part of my role, I regularly communicated these diagrams to the project team, encouraging feedback and discussions. When team members provided suggestions or identified discrepancies, I carefully reviewed their input and made necessary modifications to ensure accuracy and alignment.
