3. Epics
An Epic is a large user story that cannot be completed in a single sprint. It is typically broken down into smaller, more manageable user stories.
Two Epics for Scrum Foods:
1. Payment and Billing System: This epic would include all the user stories related to handling payments, such as a customer selecting a payment mode, applying a coupon, and the system managing payments to restaurants and delivery boys. It's too big for one sprint and would be broken down into smaller user stories like "As a customer, I want to select a payment mode," and "As a business owner, I want to manage payments to restaurants."
2. Order and Delivery Management: This epic covers the entire workflow of an order, from a customer placing it to a delivery boy delivering it. It would include user stories like "As a customer, I want to track my order in real-time," "As a restaurant owner, I want to view orders," and "As a delivery boy, I want to view new orders."

4. Difference between BV and CP
· Business Value (BV): This represents how important a feature is to the business. It's not a measure of cost or complexity. Business stakeholders, like the client, estimate it using "Scrum Currency Notes". The values are in denominations like Rs. 10, Rs. 20, Rs. 50, Rs. 100, Rs. 500, and Rs. 1000.
· Complexity Points (CP): Also known as Story Points, CP is the effort required by the development team to build a feature. It's an estimate of the time and complexity involved in coding, not a direct measure of hours. Scrum developers use poker cards with values like 1, 2, 3, 5, 8, etc., to estimate CP.

5. Sprint
A sprint is a time-boxed period during which a Scrum team works to complete a set of tasks or a "sprint goal". For this project, the sprint duration is 
2 weeks. Sprints are at the heart of the Scrum framework, providing a rhythm for the team to consistently deliver working software.

6. Product Backlog and Sprint Backlog
· Product Backlog: This is a prioritized, dynamic list of all the features, functions, and enhancements needed for the product. It's a single source of truth for all work to be done. The product owner manages this backlog.
· Sprint Backlog: This is a subset of the Product Backlog. It contains the specific user stories and tasks the team has committed to completing during a single sprint. The team selects items from the product backlog during the sprint planning meeting to create the sprint backlog.

7. Impediments Log and Two Impediments
An impediments log is a record of all the challenges or roadblocks the Scrum team faces while working on a sprint. The purpose of this log is to help the team and the Scrum Master identify and address these issues to ensure the project stays on track.

8. Velocity of the Team
Velocity is a measure of the amount of work a Scrum team can complete in a single sprint. It is measured in Complexity Points (CP) covered in a sprint. It helps the team and product owner forecast how many user stories can be realistically completed in future sprints.

9. Sprint and Product Burndown Charts
· Sprint Burndown Chart: This chart tracks the remaining work (in Complexity Points) in a single sprint. The x-axis represents time (e.g., days of the sprint), and the y-axis represents the remaining work. A healthy chart shows a downward trend, ideally reaching zero by the end of the sprint.

· Product Burndown Chart: This chart tracks the total remaining work (in Complexity Points) for the entire product. The x-axis represents time (sprints), and the y-axis represents the total remaining work. It provides a high-level view of the project's progress and helps forecast the project completion date.
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10. Product Grooming
Product grooming, also known as backlog refinement, is a continuous process where the Scrum team and Product Owner work together to ensure the product backlog is detailed, estimated, and prioritized. The team discusses the user stories to clarify requirements and split large epics into smaller, manageable items. This process ensures the product backlog is ready for future sprints.

11. Roles of Scrum Master and Product Owner
· Scrum Master: The Scrum Master is a servant-leader for the Scrum team. Their primary role is to ensure the team follows Scrum principles and practices. They facilitate meetings, remove impediments, and coach the team to improve their performance.
· Product Owner: The Product Owner is responsible for maximizing the value of the product. They manage the Product Backlog, defining the product vision, and prioritizing user stories based on business value.

12. Meetings Conducted in a Scrum Project
1. Sprint Planning Meeting: Held at the beginning of a sprint, the Scrum team, Product Owner, and Scrum Master gather to select user stories from the Product Backlog to be completed in the upcoming sprint and create the Sprint Backlog.
2. Scrum Meeting (Daily Stand-up): A short, daily meeting where Scrum Developers answer three questions: "What task did you work on?", "What task will you work on next?", and "Any challenges or impediments?". This ensures the team is aligned and identifies roadblocks early.
3. Sprint Review Meeting: Held at the end of a sprint, the Scrum team demonstrates the completed work (product increment) to all stakeholders. They discuss velocity, burndown charts, and product insights for future improvements.
4. Sprint Retrospective Meeting: This meeting follows the sprint review and is attended only by the Scrum team. The team discusses what went well, what could be improved, and creates an action plan to enhance their processes for the next sprint.

13. Sprint Size and Scrum Size
· Sprint Size: The duration of a sprint. For the Scrum Foods project, the sprint duration is 
2 weeks.
· Scrum Size: The duration of a daily Scrum Meeting. For the Scrum Foods project, the scrum duration is 
1 day. It's a small unit of work for a single developer in a single day.

14. DOR and DOD
· Definition of Ready (DOR): This is a set of criteria a user story must meet before it can be pulled into a sprint. A user story is "ready" when it's clear, feasible, and can be worked on without any blockers.
· Definition of Done (DOD): This is a shared understanding of what it means for work to be considered "complete" on a user story or product increment. The DOD ensures quality and consistency, typically including criteria like coding, testing, and documentation.

15. Prioritization Techniques and MVP
· Prioritization Techniques:
· MoSCoW Method: A technique for prioritizing features as Must-have, Should-have, Could-have, and Won't-have.
· High Business Value / Low Complexity Points: This technique prioritizes user stories that provide the most value to the business while requiring the least effort to develop. This helps achieve quick wins and deliver value early.
· Minimum Viable Product (MVP): An MVP is a version of a new product with just enough features to satisfy early customers and provide feedback for future development. For Scrum Foods, the MVP would be the essential features needed to launch the app, such as customer registration, searching, ordering, and payment.
