1. SWOT Analysis
SWOT Analysis is one of my favourite tools to start any project evaluation. It helps us identify strengths, weaknesses, opportunities, and threats in a structured way. I often use it in workshops to align stakeholders on current challenges and future possibilities. Do you create it collaboratively or individually first?

2. Gap Analysis
Gap Analysis is a great way to visualize where a process currently stands and where it should ideally be. It highlights the “as-is” vs. “to-be” state and the gaps that need bridging. I’ve seen it help teams prioritize improvements effectively. How do you present your gap findings to management?

3. Stakeholder Analysis (RACI Matrix)
Managing stakeholders becomes easier when a RACI matrix is in place. It clarifies who is Responsible, Accountable, Consulted, and Informed for each task. I use it early in projects to avoid confusion and conflicts later. How often do you update your RACI as the project progresses?

4. Four SDLC Methodologies
Sequential, Iterative, Evolutionary, and Agile—each SDLC methodology has its strengths. while Waterfall works well for clear, structured projects, Iterative for feedback, Evolutionary for flexibility and Agile is great for adaptability, Choosing the right approach can make or break delivery timelines. Which SDLC have you found most suitable in your BA journey?

5. Elicitation Techniques
Workshops, interviews, surveys, prototyping, and brainstorming—all are tools to bring out hidden requirements. I’ve noticed that combining techniques often gives better results than sticking to one. Which elicitation technique works best for you with reluctant stakeholders?

6. Use Case Diagram
I find Use Case Diagrams very useful to communicate system interactions at a glance. They help technical teams and business users quickly align on functionalities. Nowadays, with user stories dominating Agile, do you still prepare detailed use case diagrams?
7. Activity Diagrams
Whenever I want to explain the step-by-step flow of a process, Activity Diagrams are my go-to. Adding swimlanes makes responsibilities crystal clear. I usually prepare these in Visio or Lucid chart. Do you prefer using activity diagrams for functional validation or purely for development teams?

8. Use Case Specifications
Use Case Specs may feel traditional, but they are still highly relevant in bridging business and tech understanding. I include preconditions, postconditions, and alternate flows to avoid ambiguity. Do you maintain them alongside user stories in Agile projects?

9. Functional Requirements
Clear functional requirements are the backbone of any successful project. I focus on writing them unambiguously, ensuring every feature is testable. Missing a small detail here can lead to big rework later. What’s your approach to getting stakeholder sign-off on requirements?

10. Tools (Visio, Balsamiq)
The right tools make a BA’s life easier. Visio is my favourite for process flows, and Balsamiq is perfect for quick wireframes. I also use these tools for collaborative sessions. Which tool has become your must-have in hybrid or remote work settings?

11. Requirement Traceability Matrix (RTM)
RTM is like a safety net for requirements. It ensures every requirement is mapped to design, development, and testing, reducing the risk of missing functionality. I usually maintain mine in Excel or JIRA. How do you track traceability in Agile environments?

12. Change Request
No project escapes change requests! I believe the key lies in proper impact analysis and stakeholder communication before approval. It’s important to balance flexibility with project timelines. How do you handle frequent CRs without derailing sprints?

13. User Acceptance Testing (UAT)
UAT is the final test where the business validates that the solution meets their needs. I usually create UAT scenarios aligned with requirements to ensure smooth execution. Do you actively participate in UAT or just oversee the process?

14. User Stories
A good user story bridges the gap between business intent and development tasks. I always apply the INVEST (Independent, Negotiable, Valuable, Estimable, Small, Testable) principle to make them independent and testable. Writing acceptance criteria well is equally important. How do you ensure your user stories are easily understood by all?

15. Epic
Breaking down large requirements into Epics and smaller stories keeps Agile delivery manageable. I usually define Epics around major business functionalities. The real challenge is knowing when to split a story further. How do you handle overly large Epics in your backlog?

16. Business Value and Complexity Points
Assigning business value and complexity points helps prioritize work effectively. It balances what’s valuable to the business with what’s feasible for the team. I enjoy discussing these in backlog refinement sessions. Do you involve all stakeholders in scoring, or just the core team?

17. Scrum Ceremonies and Artifacts
Daily stand-ups, sprint planning, reviews, and retrospectives keep teams aligned. I find retrospectives particularly powerful for improving team collaboration. Artifacts like product backlog and burndown charts are equally essential. Which Scrum ceremony do you find most impactful for project success?

18. Product Burndown and Sprint Burndown Charts
Burndown charts are a visual heartbeat of the sprint. They immediately show if the team is on track or slipping. I rely on JIRA to generate these automatically for quick reporting. Do you review burndown charts daily or only during sprint reviews?

19. Definition of Ready (DoR) and Definition of Done (DoD)
Clear DoR and DoD prevent misunderstandings in Agile teams. For me, DoR ensures the team can start work confidently, and DoD confirms that the feature meets all acceptance criteria. Do you revisit these definitions regularly as teams mature?

20. Prioritization Techniques
MoSCoW and Kano are my go-to techniques for feature prioritization. They help manage stakeholder expectations while focusing on real value delivery. In fast-changing projects, this becomes even more critical. Which prioritization method has worked best in your projects?
